The 2020 National Student Satisfaction Survey (TUMA) results are now available. This year, as in previous ones,
Abdullah Gl University was ranked 1st among the Turkish state universities in the ranking of the universities with which
students are the most satisfied. AGU came 5th in the ranking of all universities.

Around 192 thousand students from 40 universities in all years of study joined the survey conducted by Prof. Engin Karadag and
Prof. Cemil Yiicel. For the ranking, universities were evaluated in 6 categories. In the survey, AGU scored the highest among the
state universities in the categories of academic support and attention, institutional management and operation, personal develop-
ment and career support.

“Ingilizceyi gergekten bilerek mezun olmak ve bu dzgiiven ile
miilakatlara katilmak isveren tarafindan fark ediliyor. is hayatin-
da birgok kaynagin Ingilizce olmasi arastirma yapmak icin ingi-
lizceyi zorunlu kiltyor. Su an ¢alistigim sirket, iiniversitesi ylizde
100 Ingilizce olmayan calisanlarindan ayrica sinav ile dillerini
tasdiklemelerini bekliyor. Benim bdyle bir durumla ugrasmama
gerek kalmadi.”

Ogrencilere sosyal faaliyetlere miimkiin oldugunca katilmalarini da
oneren Utku Tanis, mezun olacaklara ise su tavsiyelerde bulundu:

“Firsatlari olursa mezun olmadan yar1 zamanl ¢aligmalarini kesin-
likle 6neririm. O sirkette devam etmeseler bile edindikleri tecriibe
baska sirketlere giris stirecinde faydali olacaktir. Referans goste-
rebilecekleri kendi projeleri olmasinin da bu siireci hizlandirmada
biiyiik katki saglayacaktir.”

Utku Tanis, one of the 2019 alumni of AGU Com-
puter Engineering, started his career as a “Software
Engineer” at ASELSAN, a leading company in de-
fense industry.

Utku Tanis was working as a candidate engineer at ASELSAN be-

fore the graduation. After receiving his diploma, he was employed
Sfull-time there. Tanis says that his most important gain from the

university was a vision, that AGU's worldview and encourage-
ment to be world citizens influenced him positively.

Tanis enumerated his reasons for choosing AGU as its interna-
tional opportunities, academic staff, and vision. He expressed
the advantage of the 100% English-medium instruction while
getting a job.

“Employers notice your confidence when you get into interviews
with a good command of English as a graduate. The fact that many
resources are in English in business life, the command of English
is a prerequisite. The company I am working for asks its employees
to document their knowledge of English with language tests if they
have not graduated from a 100% English-medium university. I did
not have to go through such a process.”

Utku Tamis also advised future graduates to join social activities
as much as possible among other things.

“I definitely recommend future graduates to work part-time if they

find the opportunity. Even if they do not continue their career at

the same place, their experience will benefit them starting at an-
other company. Having their own projects as references will also
contribute greatly to speeding up this process.”
